I hope this letter finds you well and enjoying these last few days of summer.  The staff at Bentley is eagerly anticipating the beginning of a new school year. We hope you are too!  This year our first day of school for all students in grades 9-12 will be Friday, August 29th.  The school year will resume on Tuesday, September 2, after the long Labor Day weekend. Enclosed with this letter you will find a color-coded Bentley school calendar.  Marked with different colors for ease of viewing, you will note half day professional learning days for staff – our Open house Night - holidays – school vacations – and early dismissal Fridays which will occur every other Friday throughout the school year. Dismissal on those days will be at 12:15.

A slight change in our start time this year will have us opening the doors and the buses arriving at 8:10 AM. There will be no supervision provided for students before that time, so we kindly ask that you adhere to this 8:10 arrival time for school. Breakfast will be served from 8:10-8:25 and period 1 starts promptly at 8:27. You will be receiving a phone call from the school’s secretary informing you of when the bus will be picking you up that first morning.  You can expect that call a day or two prior to the start of school.  Please be at the bus stop 5 minutes earlier than the time you will be given. On that first day the bus routes are new, and drivers are determining the best routes to pick up our students.  We thank you in advance for your cooperation.  We want to make sure everyone is here and on time for the first (and every) day of school.
Our Back to School Night/Open House will be held on Thursday, September 11, starting at 6:30 PM.

We encourage everyone to stop by – meet the staff – join us for pizza – and learn first-hand of the program changes we are instituting this year.  If you would like to bring younger siblings please feel free as babysitting will be provided.

There are two changes in staff members this school year.  Ms. Jessica Slater has taken a job at another school district and our new School Counselor will be Ms. Kristen Phoenix.  Ms. Phoenix attended UCONN where she earned her undergraduate degree. More recently, she graduated from Central Connecticut State University with her Master’s Degree in School Counseling.  We are excited to have her as part of the Bentley staff and hope you join us in welcoming her to the Bentley Alternative Education Program. 

Also, Ms. Lamontagne will not be returning this year as well.  She too has taken a job in another district.  At the time of this writing we have yet to hire her replacement.  As soon as it is official we will be informing the community of that new hire as well.
