MARTIN PTA MEETING MINUTES
September 18, 2013

Assistant Superintendent Amy Radikas introduced herself at the meeting and said to please contact her with any questions or concerns during the school year. 
Minutes from May were reviewed and approved. 

Co-Presidents’ Report: Sherry Norris thanked everyone for coming to the PTA meeting tonight and to please check the school website for PTA meeting dates and events. There will be a fundraiser at Sweet Frog in Manchester on October 2 from 5-8pm and 10% of all the profits will go to Martin School.
Vice President’s Report: Michelle Balthazrr stated that there were 51 members currently and PTA cards will be going out shortly with a list of benefits for members to use. She also mentioned that names of PTA members will be going into raffles for free admittance into PTA events. 
Treasurer’s Report: Brittany Covill stated that in 2012-2013, we earned $9,784.02 and spent $7,570.36 leaving a starting balance of $9,399.53. We will no longer be doing the Butterbraid Fundraiser but will replace it with restaurant nights where a percentage of the profits will go to Martin School and will be earmarked for Seasonal Sharing. 
The PTA members voted to approve the 2013-2014 budget with Amanda Lythgoe making the motion and Cheryl Desrosiers seconding the motion. 

The PTA members voted to approve the purchase of 150 school magnets to give as an incentive to join the PTA with a cost of $440.00. Amy Watson made the motion with Cheryl Desrosiers seconding the motion. 

New Business: 
Welcome Back Luncheon for the teachers: Amy Watson thanked everyone who helped.

Believe Kids Fundraiser: Amy Watson stated that it is going well and that the total receipt is split 50-50. It ends September 27 and the money goes to the Fine Arts.
Stop and Shop/Shop Rite/Big Y Rewards Program: Sue Skoog stated that the program has begun for Shop Rite and that the money raised goes to purchase items for the library. Mary Beth Dufresne said that Sue Skoog will be taking over Stop and Shop and Big Y Programs next year. The Stop and Shop program runs from October to March and the money raised goes to the student activity fund. Proceeds from the Big Y Program which ends in January 2014 will go to purchasing supplies for the ECHOS program. 
Mums Fundraiser: Will be chaired by Diane Chappell and Nancy Grasso. You can purchase a ticket and then buy the plant at Botticello’s. 

Fall Harvest Dance: Kim Mercier is chairing this event which will occur on Friday, October 4th from 6-8pm. She has a square dance caller but is in need of volunteers. $3 per person or $10 for a family. 
Picture Days in October: Individual pictures will be occurring on October 1 and 2 with John Garaventa. Volunteers will be needed. 
Movie Night: Alex Lerch will be chairing the movie nights scheduled throughout the school year. She is in need of volunteers. These will not be drop off events. 
Halloween Party: Cheryl Desrosiers is chairing and it will be held on Friday, October 25. She is looking for old Halloween decorations and volunteers. 
Running Club: Shirley Kociu sent a flyer home this week stating that it will start September 25 and all forms must be in by September 23. Kindergarten is included. This is Shirley’s last year so if someone is interested in chairing it next year, you can shadow her. 
Lyman Orchard: Sue Donnelly is chairing this fundraiser which benefits the fifth grade. It will start the beginning of October with a delivery date of November 20. 

Kate Colavecchio’s Report: Mrs. Ozmun is the new numeracy coach. Mr. John Briody was introduced as an administration intern at Martin who was just made Glastonbury Teacher of the Year. There have been glitches with Infosnap which will be fixed soon. Kindergarten has two classes and there are 286 students as of today.
