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A School Parent Compact outlines the roles and responsibilities of the School, Parents and Students so that working as partners, students are assured to receive the best education possible so that they can reach their full potential.  

School Roles and Responsibilities
	It is the school’s responsibility to:
· Provide a high quality curriculum and instructional program.
· Provide a supportive, safe and effective learning environment so that students meet the State of Connecticut’s academic achievement standards.  (This program is defined in the annual School Improvement Plan)
· Develop and implement a school plan for parent involvement.
· Promote and encourage parent involvement activities.
· Actively communicate, in a variety of ways, with parents about the skills and knowledge students should know plus provide suggestions for reinforcement.  
· Send information to parents of children, to the extent practical, in a language that parents can understand.  
· Provide training and space for parent involvement activities.  
· Indicate to parents ways in which a parent can be responsible for supporting their children’s education,
· Be there as a resource for the family.

Parent Roles and Responsibilities
	It is the parents’ responsibility to:
· Be responsible for supporting their children’s learning by monitoring their attendance, homework completion, television watching, computer use and playing video games.  
· Actively participate in parent-teacher conferences and communications. 
· Actively communicate with teachers and school staff.
· Be aware and follow school rules and regulations by thoroughly understanding the Parent and Student Handbook.
· Take an active role in the child’s education by reinforcing, at home, the skills and knowledge the student has learned at school.
· Volunteer in the school, as able, and actively participate in the schools activities.  
· Read to or with their children on a regular basis.
· Read all school related communications and promptly return necessary forms with signature.
· Make sure student is getting enough rest.
· Keep the children of Waddell safe by abiding by the school drop-off and pick-up procedures.
· Recognize the school as a resource and reach out when needed.

Student Roles and Responsibilities
	It is the students’ responsibility, with the parents’ continuous encouragement to:
· Follow school wide PBS behavior expectations in all school locations.
· Come to school with an attitude of cooperation, respect and willingness to work
· Demonstrate responsibility through daily work assignments, homework and projects.
· Be prepared for school every day by bringing items necessary to learn.  
· Practice good health habits by getting a good night’s sleep for their age and eating a healthy diet.
· Bring home and give to parents all school communications.  
· Show respect for self, respect for others and respect for school.  
· Ask for help and to reach out to school staff with questions or needs.
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
